RE: Pro-Life Protections and Required Action

This week, members of the U.S. House of Representatives cast three key votes related to the Hyde Amend-
ment and other critical pro-life protections.

On Wednesday, the House voted 217 to 212 to pass H.R. 4373, the State, Foreign Operations, and Related
Programs (SFOPs) appropriations bill. H.R. 4373 expands taxpayer funding of abortion by excluding the
Helms Amendment, which prohibits federal funding of abortion as part of foreign assistance.

On Thursday, the House rejected a “motion to recommit” that would have restored the Hyde Amendment
and other longstanding pro-life policies to H.R. 4502, another package of appropriations bills. The motion to
restore pro-life protections failed by a vote of 208 - 217.

Also on Thursday, the House voted 219 to 208 to pass H.R. 4502 without the 46-year-old Hyde Amendment
and other longstanding, bipartisan provisions like the Weldon Amendment.

Eliminating these provisions would force taxpayers to pay for elective abortions and would have the effect
of forcing health care providers and professionals to perform and refer for abortion against their deeply-held
beliefs, as well as forcing employers and insurers to cover and pay for abortion.

With the exception of three Democrats who voted against H.R. 4373 for reasons unrelated to the Helms
Amendment, all House Democrats present rejected the addition of pro-life protections and voted to advance
the appropriations bills without the Hyde Amendment, Helms Amendment, and other pro-life protections
included.

These two pieces of legislation now advance to the Senate for further consideration. We expect that the Sen-
ate Appropriations Committee will hold markups on several of their own draft appropriations bills before
any bills go to the Senate floor.

In light of these developments, pastors should encourage the faithful to:

1. Contact their members of Congress to express your disagreement if he or she voted to
advance these bills without pro-life protections.

2. Write your senators in support of the Hyde Amendment if you have not done so al-
ready (A sample letter to senators inserted in this bulletin this weekend.)

3. Continue promoting the USCCB's petition in support of the Hyde Amendment
at NoTaxpayerAbortion.com.

The USCCB will issue further action alerts as consideration of these bills moves forward in the Unit-
ed States Senate.

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What is the difference between mortal
and venial sin??
Mortal sin kills the life of grace, and venial sin in-
flicts a wound on the life of grace. In the case of
mortal sin, there are three necessary requirements
for a person to have full guilt and culpability.

1. Grave matter
2. Full knowledge
3. Deliberate consent

If one, two, or all three are missing, then there is on-
ly the guilt of venial sin.

Grave matter means that the act itself must by seri-
ous (stealing a valuable object or a large amount of
money, committing murder, committing adultery or
fornication, for example, are all considered acts of
grave matter).

Full knowledge means the person must know be-
fore and while he is committing the act that is objec-
tively wrong and sinful.

Deliberate consent means that the person freely
committed the sin. Being under the influence of
drugs or alcohol impairs not only your judgment,
but can also diminish your culpability, since you
need to be fully conscious and sober to make moral
decisions. However, freely and deliberately getting
under the influence is immoral and sinful. A drunk
may not fully know what he is doing, but when he
was sober and chose to get drunk or have those
drinks, he made a moral decision to risk having his
judgment impaired. Everyone is responsible for
their actions, but especially when we have the con-
sciousness and sobriety to know better.

Hace mucho tiempo, la Bendicion de los padres solia ser una costumbre
comun. Sin embargo, esta costumbre, en los tltimos afios, fue poco a poco desapareciendo.

¢ Significa esto que ya no necesitamos bendiciones espirituales? Todo lo contrario. Necesitamos estas ben-
diciones, mas que nunca!

Los padres y las madres son los sacerdotes y las religiosas que cuidan de sus "pequefias iglesias",
sus hogares. Estan alli para ensefiar y bendecir. Es una escena solemne, un espectaculo
conmovedor ver a una madre o un padre enfrente de un nifio arrodillado esperando la bendicion de
sus padres. El impartir una bendicion a sus hijos, es simple. Se extienden las manos abiertas sobre
la cabeza del nifio y se implora la bendicion de Dios a través de algunas palabras o peticiones.

La bendicion de los padres es tan antigua como la raza humana. Comenz6 con los patriarcas mas
antiguos. A lo largo del Antiguo Testamento fue el método abitual de transmitir los favores divinos.
Las bendiciones conferidas a sus hijos por Abraham, Isaac y Jacob son conocidas por todos los que
leen la Biblia. La Biblia nos da una declaracién autorizada sobre la Bendicién de los padres:

"De palabra y de obra, honra a tu padre para que su bendicion caiga sobre ti, porque la bendicién
de un padre da raices firmes a la familia, pero la maldicién de la madre desarraiga la planta en crec-
imiento". Eclesiastés 3: 8-9

Nuestro Sefior solia reunir a los nifios pequefios a su alrededor y bendecirlos. El dijo: "jDejen que
los nifios vengan a Mi! Luego, abrazdndolos y poniendo sus manos sobre ellos, los bendijo. Los pa-
dres aman a sus hijos, sin embargo, rara vez vemos que bendicen a sus hijos. Uno se inclinaria a
pensar que este hermoso privilegio, ya no existe.

Ciertamente, la bendicién de Jests es mas eficaz que la otorgada por los padres. Aun asi, la Ben-
dicién de los Padres es algo tan santo, tan poderoso, que merece ser llamado el Sacramento del Ho-
gar Doméstico. La imagen de una joven madre colocando manos de bendicién sobre un nifio ino-
cente es hermosa de contemplar. No menos inspirador es ver a un padre anciano dando con manos
temblorosas una bendicién para sus hijos adultos. Este es un privilegio que pertenece a padres y
madres, casi podriamos decir que es un deber. El uso de este hermoso privilegio es altamente
recomendado puesto que es una concesion divina, un privilegio que va con la dignidad de la pater-
nidad.

Si este "Sacramento del Hogar Doméstico" fuera administrado con mayor frecuencia, habria muchas
mas familias felices y contentas. Los dos factores indispensables para la felicidad en el hogar son la
autoridad amable por parte de los padres y la obediencia amorosa por parte de los nifios.
