P ope John Paul II in his Encyclical letter “Ecclesia de Eucharisti-
ca” highly stressed the inestimable value of Adoration of Jesus
in the Most Blessed Sacrament. He says,

“It is pleasant to spend time with Him, to lie close to His breast like the
Beloved Disciple and to feel the infinite love present in His Heart. If in
our time, Christians must be distinguished above all by the “art of prayer,”
how can we not feel a renewed need to spend time in spiritual converse, in
silent adoration, in heartfelt love before Christ in the Most Blessed Sacra-
ment? Such adoration is a sign of gratitude, an expression of love and an
acknowledgement of the Lord’s presence.”

Our commitment to our Lord present in the Blessed Sacrament
during this 40 Hours Devotion can be further refined by paying
attention to the three details of the Magi coming to adore Jesus,
namely the route traveled by the Magi, the gifts they offered and
the star they followed. The toil of their lengthy trip teaches us that
in this hectic world of ours wherein we very often think we are too
busy to pray, we need to summon up all our strength and come to
adore our Lord during the 40 Hours Devotion. Secondly, the fact
that the Magi offered Jesus the best of their gifts —gold, frankincense
and myrrh—helps us to realize that we should give Jesus the best
we have during this 40 Hours Devotion. And, finally, the shining
Star which guided the Magi to their desired destination tells us we
should bend our knees in adoration before the Most Blessed Sacra-
ment, not by some duty or obligation, but by our love which
prompts us to come to Him and adore!
